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1. Management / Rules - This race will be under the management of the Lake Shore Sail Club
Race Committee which shall have the authority to establish the racing conditions and to
interpret the racing rules. Except as modified by these sailing instructions, the race shall be
governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) for 2009-2012 and the prescriptions of the
United States Sailing Association (US SAILING).

2. Agreement to Assume Risk & Hold Harmless - In consideration of being permitted to enter
this event, and being knowledgeable of the risks of sailing as a competitive sport, all
contestants, crew members and guests aboard voluntarily assume all risks associated with
participating in this event. Competing boats shall in all respects be ready for sea and sailed
by a crew adequate and capable for all emergencies. It is the sole and inescapable
responsibility of the skipper and crew of the boats to decide whether to start, to continue, or
to finish a race. The skipper must assure that all equipment required by the United States
Coast Guard as well as other necessary safety equipment is aboard, properly maintained
and stowed and that the crew knows where it is kept and how it is used. All contestants,
crew and guests agree to hold harmless and make no claim for any and all losses incident
thereto, against the Lake Shore Sail Club, its officers, members and/or personnel, who
conduct this event.

3. Entries

3.1 Entry - This race is open by invitation to all organizations holding current membership
in the Detroit Regional Yacht-Racing Association (DRYA). Competing clubs must
have their entry submitted to the Race Committee, on the Registration Form provided,
prior to 6 p.m. on the Thursday immediately preceding the race. Any entries submitted
later will be accepted at the discretion of the race committee

3.2 Teams - Shall consist of four (4) boats. All boats must be PHRF ratable cruising type
yachts of conventional hull design with bunks, head, auxiliary power, self righting. and
self bailing cockpits. All boats shall have a valid PHRF rating certificate, be registered
in a one-design fleet, or accept a temporary rating assigned by the Race Committee.
There will be four (4) PHRF handicapped classes. It is the intention of the LSSC Race
Committee that each participating club enters its best four-boat team. No boat will be
permitted to compete in a class other than that of its rating. See Race Instructions
paragraph 9.2 for class rating ranges/splits.

3.3 Ratings - When there is a difference between a DRYA PHRF rating and another
organization’s PHRF rating, the DRYA rating will be used. Ratings, starting lists and
class pennants will be available at Race Headquarters (RHQ) after 7 p.m. Friday. The
RHQ is located at Brownie's On The Lake (formally Dockside Jack’s), 24214 Jefferson
Avenue, at Emerald City Harbor Marina between Nine and Ten Mile Roads in St. Clair
Shores.

3.4 Headsail / Spinnaker Usage —— The L.S.S.C. “Multi-Sail” rating system allows a credit
based on headsail/spinnaker use during the race. See paragraph 3.5. Any headsail
included in a boats primary rating may be used without penalty. The choice to use or
not use a spinnaker is made during the race. It is not necessary to declare beforehand
which sail configuration will be used. The boat'’s rating will be adjusted after the race
has been completed. All boats will be scored with their normal “spinnaker” rating
unless the Race Committee is notified otherwise. After finishing contact the Race
Committee Boat on VHF 68 to declare heeisddaibasgge. .
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3.5 Rating Adjustments for Usage — DRYA JAS ratings will be used if a boat is so rated. If
a boat is not DRYA JAS rated the following shall apply with consideration to any sail
and/or pole penalties:

If a symmetrical spinnaker is flown at any time during the race, the boat's
primary rating will be used as the rating for that race.

If an asymmetrical spinnaker is flown at any time during a race, a 6 second
credit will be added to the boat's primary rating for that race.

If a boat chooses to sail only JAM for the entire race, a 12 second credit will be
added to the boat’s primary rating for that race.

If both a symmetrical and an asymmetrical spinnaker are flown at any time
during a race, the boat'’s primary rating will be used as the rating for that race.

Boats whose primary rating is based on the use of an asymmetrical spinnaker
(such as sprit boats) will not be eligible for the 6 second credit unless the
asymmetrical spinnaker is flown as described below, but will receive the full 12
second credit if they choose to sail JAM.

To receive the 6 second credit for an asymmetrical spinnaker it must be flown
with the tack or tack line attached on the centerline of the boat and attached
no more than 12 inches ahead of the normal headsail tack point.

The credits are stated as seconds per mile and will be added to a boats PHRF
rating. Then they will be converted to TCF for time on time using the formula
in section 15.4 of these race instructions.

Class eligibility shall be determined by standard DRYA ratings, or accepted
ratings as assigned by the LSSC Race Committee. The downwind sail credits
in this section will be applied to results only, and are not a basis for class
determination.

3.6 Substituions — The Race Committee must be notified of any boat substitutions by 8
a.m. the day of the race. Substitutions will be posted on the LSSC bulletin board at the
RHQ by 8:30 a.m. the day of the race.

4. Flag ‘AP" with two blasts of an air horn (one blast when lowered) means ‘the race is
postponed” . Courtesy radio announcements will be broadcast on VHF Channel 68.

5. Schedule of races — All races will be run on Saturday, October 1st, 2011.

6. Identificaion - Sail numbers properly registered with the LSSC Race Committee shall be
carried on mainsails, spinnakers and sails attached to the head stay which have a luff
perpendicular exceeding 130% of the base of the fore triangle. All competing boats shall fly
their club burgee and the appropriate class pennant from their backstay. Burgees shall be
flown a minimum of six (6) feet above the deck with the class pennant flown immediately
below the burgee. Boats without proper sail numbers or class pennant shall be subject to
protest.

7.Racing Area
7.1 The race will be sailed on the LSSC course, with the starting area approximately 1.5
NM ENE of the navigational buoy "G3" known as the Gaukler Point Shoal buoy. Note
that “G3” may be shown on newer charts as “GR".

The Course
8.1 Marks of the course - LSSC marks, "S", "L", “M”, "N", "O", "G" and "K" are white
cylinders constructed of PVC pipe with black letter designations. The "G3"/"GR"
navigational buoy is not a mark of the course.
NOTE: "G" is located approximately 300 yards east of "G3"/"GR"

9.3 Starting Line will be between the main mast of the Race Committee Boat and the LSSC
“S” mark.

9.4 Restriicted Areas at the Start and Finish  — Before their preparatory signal, all boats shall
keep clear of the starting area, the first leg of the course, and all boats whose
preparatory signal has been made. A boat that has finished shall keep clear of the
finish line and all boat still racing. Boats il mot Sail ibetwesn ithe Statting-  -Finshing
Line RC Boat and the finish mark é«espepthwheimBiishingig.

9.5 Limit Mark — One or more limit (protection) mark(s) may be set near the Starting—
Finishing Line Race Committee Boat. When a boat touches any limit mark, the RC
Boat, or passes between any of them it shall have touched a mark.

9.6 The Race Committee (RC) Boat ——The Race Committee Boat located at the Starting-
Finishing Line shall display a large LSSC burgee and a race committee flag with the
letters “RC” for identification.

9.7 Recall - Code flag (or shape) "X" In addition to the requirements of RRS 29.1 the Race
Committee may hail or announce the sail numbers of boats subject to individual recall
and may attempt to notify returning boats when they are clear to start.

Mark Boats

10.1 A Mark (Stake) boat will be on station at the third mark of the course and will display
the number of the course to be sailed for the remainder of the race.

10.2 Stake Boats may be on station at other marks. When on station Stake boats may
display a LSSC Burgee and a ‘RC” flag.

Shortening Cousse - Code Flag (or shape) ‘S may be displayed on any stake boat. If

such signal is displayed it means - round the nearby mark, then sail to the Starting-Finishing

Line RC Boat and finish between it and an orange flag or shape located nearby. This

The Finish — The finish line shall be between the main mast of the Starting-Finishing Line
RC Boat and an orange flag or shape located nearby.

Time Limit — There is no time limit for this race.

Protests
14.1 Boats intending to protest shall notify the Race Committee Boat at the Finish Line.

14.2 Protests shall be submitted on forms available at the RHQ within one hour after the
Race Committee has returned to the RHQ. Such time will be posted on the LSSC
bulletin board at the RHQ.

14.3 Protests will be heard at the RHQ as soon as possible after the race.

14.4 Protest notices will be posted on the LSSC Bulletin board at the RHQ as soon as
possible after the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in which they
are parties or named as witnesses.

Scoring

15.1 Team scores shall be the total of that team's boat scores. All four scores shall count.

15.2 Ties in team scores shall be broken by most 1%, most 2"®, most 3%, etc. If a score
remains tied, it shall be broken using total team corrected time.

15.3 None of the provisions of Appendix D "Team Racing Rules" shall apply.

15.4 Time allowance for handicapping will be based on “Time-On-Time”. The Time
Correction Factor (TCF) is calculated 650 / (PHRF Rating + 557).

Radio Communications —— Please monitor VHF Channel 68 from two (2) hours before the
Warning Signal until after finishing.

Awards will be presented at the RHQ as soon as possible after the race.
